Simple One Piece top in Colinette Giotto
To fit Bust 32/34/36/38/40/42

Materials:
· Giotto 2/2/2/3/3/3
· 15mm needles

· 2 stitch holders

Tension:

 7st, 8 rows in 10cm square using Stocking Stitch

Front:

· Cast on 44/46/48/50/52/54

· Row 1 Knit

· Row 2 Purl

· Repeat these rows until work measures 30cm ending with a wrong side row

Sleeves (front):
· Increase 1 stitch at each end of next 6 rows. 56/58/60/62/64/66 stitches.

· Cast on 5 stitches at beginning of next 2 rows. 66/68/70/72/74/76.

· Work 12 rows (ending on wrong side row).
Neck opening: 

· Knit 26/27/28/29/30/31 and put these stitches onto a Stitch Holder.
· Cast off 14 stitches LOOSELY.

· Knit to end of row.

· Working on these 26/27/28/29/30/31 stitches, decrease 1 stitch at neck edge on next 3 rows. Break yarn. Leave stitches on a Stitch Holder.

· Join yarn to neck edge of stitches on 1st Stitch Holder. Decrease 1 stitch on first and following two rows at neck edge (ending with a wrong side row).

· Knit across 23/24/25/26/27/28 stitches, turn work around, cast on 20 stitches, turn back and knit across other 23/24/25/26/27/28 stitches. 66/68/70/72/74/76 stitches.

Sleeves (back):

· Work until back measures 20cm from centre back neck, ending with a wrong side row.

· Cast off 5 stitches at beginning of next 2 rows.

· Decrease 1 stitch at each end of next 6 rows.

Back:

Work another 30cm, ending with a wrong side row. Cast off LOOSELY.
Making Up:

· Join side and sleeve seams.

· Work around the neck edge with double crochet or blanket stitch.
